GPES


The General Extraction Service (GPES) is the national primary care data extraction service managed by the Health & Social Care Information Centre(HSCIC). Information about you and the care you receive is shared, in a secure system. The information is used by NHS England to plan and improve services for all patients. Your identity is protected as only your Nhs number and post code will be used, not your name. For more information go to:

Enhanced Data Sharing Model


We use a clinical system called “system one” to store your electronic medical records. In the coming Months we will be asking you if you want to be given the choice to share your medical records with Hospitals and departments when you attend for their clinics  (if the department uses “system one”). The choice is still yours at each individual appointment you attend, but by saying yes to sharing out you give yourself the option for certain clinics to view your information if you want them too.
